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�e region where Lemlem lives is near Angacha, Ethiopia. �ere are 
more than 150,000 people living in this area with no hospital to care for 
their medical needs. �rough a partnership with a church in Ethiopia, 
we have started to build this urgently needed medical facility.

�e �rst phase of the hospital consists of a surgical center, pediatric 
ward, an OB/GYN ward and a pharmacy. �e only doctor in the region 
works at our clinic, but with a proper surgical hospital, he could do so 
much more.

�e medical needs are indescribable. Even more gut wrenching is 
knowing that so many lives could be saved with additional medical 
resources. A�er ten years of working in this area, we could no longer 
leave this desperate need unmet.

Presently, all four buildings are under roof. In order for the hospital 
to actually begin providing life-saving services, the buildings need to be 
�nished and equipped.

�e medical clinic we run is doing a phenomenal job, treating over 
30,000 people last year. However we see hundreds of cases each year 
requiring hospital services. �e region where the hospital is located has 
an extremely high rate of mothers dying during childbirth. With the 
surgical center and OB/GYN ward, this can be reversed.

�e photo above and those on the next page show just a few of the 
conditions we see daily. With a hospital, these can be corrected.

Ethiopia remains one of the poorest countries 

in the world and its children su�er the worst 

consequences. Poverty, especially severe in rural 

areas, deprives children of adequate food, clean 

water, and medicine. One child in every six dies 

before his or her ��h birthday. �e new hospital 

could help change these statistics.

This boy is �ve years old. With access to 
medical care, he may be able to reach his 
sixth birthday.

Measuring a child for malnutrition 
is gut wrenching. It is absolutely 
heart breaking to have to turn a child 
away because he/she is not starving 
enough. Your generous contributions 
have allowed us to feed many, for 
which we are very grateful. The need, 
however, is still great. Complications 
from malnutrition are devastating: 
organ failure, brain damage, death.
A hospital could treat cases before 
they became hopeless.
